We welcome others to participate and pray with us , so that God's abiding presence
may be truly felt by others. Every heart longs for quiet and solitude and our simple monastery offers just that. As daughters of St. Clare of Assisi we follow in her dedication
and love for Christ present in the Eucharist.

May each of us learn again to pray with faith. Let us all turn to God with our whole heart, whole strength and will and PRAY!
